There were protests filed at the end of the day for rules infringements which, at the time of going to 
press, were undecided. Thus the outcome of the spinnaker class is not yet final.  
 
There were 15 boats entered in three separate racing classes. A total of five races were held on 
Saturday and Sunday. Great sailing weather on Saturday was followed by stiff winds and rough 
waters on Sunday, making the day challenging for all. Antares retired from the last race after the 
traveler on the main sail broke in the strong wind, while $cholar$hip (soon to be renamed 
Battleship?) was involved in a collision with another competitor while they jockeyed for position at 
the start of the same race.
